Believers in Christ were first called Christians intidoh (Acts 11:26). The Gredghristianos
(Xpuotiavotc) “originally applied to the slaves belonging to a greaigehold.? Slaves
belonging to such households had greater status and authahycommunity because of the
high social rank and wealth of their owners. LatertémenChristianoscame to denote the
adherents (supporters) of an individual or patty.”

Christians are servants or slaves who belong to tte goeisehold of God through Jesus Christ.
You belong to God and are to serve Him only. You serve tHrough His Son, Jesus.

When you live up to the true definition of Christian, otheill know that you are a follower of
Jesus.

Have you ever built anything? Perhaps you have beerconstruction team and helped build a
house or you might remember building something with yoys wwhen you were a child. In
order to build, one must take individual parts and plaeettogether in a systematic way. The
outcome will be a product or form that is far more ulséfan its individual parts. Not to say that
the individual parts cannot be useful for other purposesbnipare a concrete block with a
completed house, a single thread with a shirt, or anialum panel with a plane.

After you have your model or plan, the individual parts nmgsselected carefully. They must be
compatible for the project. In other words, you must usenthterials that the blueprint calls for
if you want the final product to look like the model. Woydt want to lead a team attempting to
build an airplane with concrete blocks? Of course netll Want to lead a team that is going to
do something useful and make a difference. A plane thddl @ot get off the ground would not

be very beneficial. Of course you could make a restaumahe shape of a plane, but then you
would have a restaurant that looked like a plane and mghg fmachine!

It is not only important to build with the correct fsabut also to use quality materials. Quality
materials will last longer and function properly. Wdquality materials the finished project will
be more secure and safer to use.

Without choosing your building materials properly, you woultdomdy be wasting your time but
the time of others as well. Your product would be jsstiefective (flawed) as the materials that
you used. Consider for a moment also that Christiadelsaip is about everlasting benefits. You
are leading others forward, toward God.

Leading and building have a lot in common. Leadershiptisegag individuals with different
perspectives (viewpoints) and putting them together in a Wwaty dirths a greater purpose, a
greater good. Like using the proper materials in a buildinge@rothe individuals must be
appropriate for the job. For example, if a group ofi§lians were gathering for a worship
service, you would not ask a nonbeliever to give a persesamony of how he came to know
the Lord.

In looking to Jesus, our Model and Cornerstone, we roogttb Him in the right way. Jesus, the
Son of God was born fully man and fully God. He is wiih God the Father and God the Holy
Spirit. The explanation of this divine unity is diffiit because it is a divine mystery.

A divine mystery is something that our human minds carulbt finderstand about God. The
Trinity is one of the most important and well-known derimysteries. The word trinity is not
found in the Bible but simply means “tri-unity” or “g® persons in one.” The name Trinity as
referring to God was first used tihe bookAgainst Praxeaby “Church Fathef Tertullian (160-
225 AD).

Tertullian used the term to describe the relationship af tAe Father, God the Son, and God the
Holy Spirit. This name came into existence becaus& Bitholars were reflecting critically on
the pattern of divine activity portrayed and revealed mp8gae. As they studied and meditated
on God’s Word, they came to agree on the doctrine oTtmaty. Church doctrine is a written
body of teachings that has been set forth and acceptde lizeologians (study God, religion)
and the church body.

The doctrine of the Trinity states there is one God ekists eternally in three distinct persons,
God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Sgigther, Son, and Spirit are of one and the
same divine essence. In other words, each memblee dirinity is fully God and fully one with
each other. (Person is another term coined by Tertuthdelp in understanding the God of the
Bible.)

Following God the Son means that a leader is alsowolp God the Father and God the Spirit.
Therefore, our Leadership Model must include the triune Godorder to know and relate to
God properly, a leader must understand the Trinity as raaal humanly possible. A leader
will rely on the triune God in all that he or she s@ach day.
