They are skittish (jumpy), tend to overeataeitfparasites and aren’'t able
to keep their wooly hair manageable. The fleece caraby grow and become
heavy and cause the sheep to fall over from its wéight.

Not every sheep herder is willing to do what is necedsamave healthy and
productive sheep. Thus there are good shepherds who @exwed about their
sheep and bad shepherds who are not. David, who wrote'tiesasn, knew the
difference between the two. Being a good shepherd himgalfas even willing to
risk his life for his sheep.
