Not only was Mogdade such a ruler, but he was also to
demand the release of over 2 million working slaves. Bldgn’t have the personal strength or
knowledge to back up God’s command. If Moses was to faaeBh and lead the Israelites out
of bondage, he had to trust and rely on God.

Great leaders like Moses continually trust and dependash ®ecall that God used ten plaques
before Pharaoh allowed the Israelites to leave Egyfds#er leader might have become
discouraged with the seemingly lack of progress after plague. Think about our society
today. We expect fast solutions as well as fast food.waht God to work within our time
schedule. If He doesn't, then we are tempted to try anthings ourselves or just run away
from our assignment altogether.

When Pharaoh let the people go, God did not lead them on the road through teenenhili
country, though that was shorter. For God said, "If they face war,rtheglgt change their minds
and return to Egypt.*® So God led the people around by the desert road toward the Red Sea.

God
wanted the Israelites to trust Him completely, noteraihat their circumstances seemed to be.

God'’s trustworthiness is not in questiode is dependable, reliable, faithful and truthful. He
was not only worthy of the Israelites’ trust but is thgrof your trust (2 Samuel 7:28, Psalm
19:7, 111:7) and the trust of every living creature: pasteptemd future.

Trusting and obeying God is not a partial or part time comant. It is complete and full time
allegiance. Moses had been following God for fortyrgeand had been used in extraordinary
ways. Nevertheless, his past faithfulness did not givethe right to stop obeying and trusting
God completely._Moses never earned the “right” tar aitechange the instructions God gave to
him. In fact, because of not following God'’s specific instiarts with the rock, God gave him a
severe consequence of not being able to complete himmeafdeading the people into the
Promised Land (Canaan).

was not seeking God for arrogant or selfish reasons.

Although Moses had heard God'’s voice, experienced His iegand was used to free two
million people, he was not satisfied. Moses stilhteal more of God! A leader like Moses is
continuallyseeking and finding more of God.

If Moses didn’'t know God, he would not have been abledd the people in the right way, i.e.
for their spiritual good. The Israelites needed a leadhertruly heard and obeyed God. They
did not need a leader who just pretended to know God.

Now Moses needed the satisfaction and peace of knohandné was in God's will. He wanted
to follow God’s plan and purposes for the people that feleading. He needed God's direct
supervision. God understood what Moses was asking and said:

"My Presence will go with you, and | will give you rest.”

The word in Hebrew that the NIV translates presesganayQ2), which literally means face.

The same word is used in the Aaronic or priestly beriedfcof Numbers 6:24-26. When God
turns His face toward you and gives you peace, you haveldbessed with His acceptance and
attention. God is with you.

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The English noun presence means to be present. It iiedrsmeone or something is close at
hand at the current time. When we speak of God’s Presemcisually mean that we can feel
God is near to us and influencing us in some way. Thiisalational way that God is with us.

God presence was with Moses and to a lesser extémfaron, Miriam and other prophets
(Numbers 12:2, 6-8 Micah 6:4). However, we know that Mesesleading over two million
people. They were God'’s people and He also wanted th&note of His holy Presence.

God gave Moses specific directions for the Israeldasuild a sacred and holy place for the
LORD to dwell or live among His people (Exodus 25:10-40, 26-30d IGved His people and
He wanted to bless them by His Presence. By dwelling atmenigraelites He was calling them
into relationship. He was giving them an opportunity tovkand obey Him. God was using
Moses as His leader to bring all the Israelites iatationship with Him.

God also gave Moses specific directions (the Law) amtihe Israelites were to live in order to
stay in a right relationship with Him. When they didiollow the Law, they sinned. They were
guilty of wrong actions against God. Their rebelliequired God to act to punish their sins.

God’s design of the sanctuary and its furnishings tookantount sin and punishment for the
Israelites. Not only did God's plan have real and practieeasures for the Israelites, it also
foretold of the future Messiah. Let’s look at onetpdithe holy place of God.

"Make an atonement cover of pure gold-- two and a half cubits long and a culaitreatidwide.
NV Exodus 25:17

The word translated “atonement cover” in Englisthes Hebrew noun kapompbp), meaning

to cover over sif. Atonement in English means reparation, reconiilieor “at-one-ment.” It
means the “bringing together into harmony of those whe beaen separated, enemiés.”

He is to take some of the bull's blood and with his finger spritkie the front of the atonement
cover; then he shall sprinkle some of it with his finger seveestbefore the atonement cover.
"He shall then slaughter the goat for the sin offering for the people ardttaklood behind the
curtain and do with it as he did with the bull's blood: He shall sprirtikba ithe atonement cover
and in front of it!® In this way he will make atonement for the Most Holy Place becduke
uncleanness and rebellion of the Israelites, whatever their sins hawe lHe is to do the same
for the Tent of Meeting, which is among them in the midst efuheleanness.

Instead of
abandoning His sanctuary from among the Israelites wiegnsihned, God designed the
sacrificial system. In this way, the sins of thespes) were passed onto the innocent animal.
The animal was killed for the offense. By this systeod proclaimed that sin is hideous and
rebellion demands death.

God graciously took the lives of animals rather than lafefuman beings. Thus, animals were
offered again and again as people continued to sin. Nowattemhow cute or sweet an animal
may be, an animal is never more important than a huWa enjoy and care for animals as
God'’s creation, but only man is made in the sacredenodgsod. (If you are interested in
learning more about the sanctuary and sacrificial sysfetre Old Testament, please read the
book of Exodus and Leviticus.)

God’s Presence is both real and holy. God is not pldyiohggand seek. He carefully lays out the
requirements for His Presence. He wanted a relatjongti the Israelites and He wants a
relationship with the people that you are leading.

Itis a
holy fear because it is a healthy fear. It enablés dsily turn from sin and choose
righteousness and find joy in His Presence. Scripturesnsider on fear are Psalm 114:7,
Jeremiah 5:22, Ezekiel 38:20, 1 Peter 2:17, 1 John 4:17-18 ankitevé9:5.

Believers never get to a place where their actions or theulghnot matter any more. A
Christian leader will always have to be on guard agaissbrhiner own sinful nature as well as
the devil's schemes (1 Peter 5:8). Recall from Day dWhis Lesson that Moses sinned
against God after 39 years of ministry leadership. Heinvhs last year in the desert with the
Israelites when he failed to follow God'’s instructio@&d held him accountable.

Paul takes up
this truth and is diligent about proclaiming the gospédlesius Christ. Notice, that in the whole
counsel of God no one is accountable for the outcdrtteeanessage but only in giving it. In
other words, you cannot make or force a person to ciasge her ways. Your charge is only
to give the heartfelt message_of turningatwl_staying irChrist.

Moses desperately wanted to be in relationship with Godsellpleaded with God not to send
them anywhere unless He was going to be with them. @&lttet Moses recognized the
sovereignty of God. He sagl® not sendus unless You are coming with us. Moses knew that
God, who is in control of everything and everyone, coulgdartbem from where they were
without His personal guidance and leadership.
